Explanation of the Lordôs Prayer 

ñHayr Merò (Part 3) 
 

 In the second section and in talking about the “Mer” word in the 

Lord’s Prayer, we move on to the explanation of the third part. 
 

 “Vor hergines es”: 
 

 It is difficult to believe things in our lives that we cannot see. We 

all have had experiences where we have witnessed someone trying to 

convince another of something that they have not seen nor witnessed.  The 

response is “I will believe it if I see it.”  The same applies to our heavenly 

God.  We need to believe that God is in heaven.  If we don’t believe, we 

will be like Apostle Thomas, who was doubtful that the other apostles had 

really seen Jesus.  He asked Jesus to show him his hands and feet so he may 

verify that indeed he was Jesus.  Once he was sure, he said, “My Lord and 

God.”  Jesus responded to him saying, “You believed because you saw me, 

blessed are those who believe without seeing.”  Therefore, dear faithful, this 

beautiful example clearly invites us to believe God’s presence because Jesus 

blesses those who believe without seeing.  
 

 Moving on to explaining the words “Vor hergines es”, Jesus wanted 

to give us a number of explanation a few of which I will enumerate: 
 

 1.  With this sentence, Jesus wanted to explain that God lives in  

      heaven, a place where there is no sin, in other words, it is a holy  

                  place.  Therefore when Jesus taught us to say “Vor hergines es”,  

                  he meant to say that God is holy and God lives in a holy  

                  environment. 

 

 2.  Also, with this sentence, Jesus wanted to explain to us that when  

                  we pray and we beseech the Lord, our requests need to be  

                  heavenly and not earthly.  When we pray, often our requests are  

                  for such things as:  (success in our work, health and other such  

                  things.)  These are important things in our lives, but they  

                  shouldn’t be the focus of our prayers. 

 

 3.  When Jesus says, “Vor hergines es”, He wants to show us that  

                  God’s omniscience, omnipotence, and omnipresence. We have  

                   seen and heard of kings and kingdoms whose power has been  

                   limited. However, here Jesus clearly explains God is eternal and  

                   powerful.

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 4.  When Jesus says, “Vor hergines es”, he shows us that because God  

                   is omniscience He is watching us from heaven to see what we are  

                   doing. It is the same in our earthly lives.  In Armenian history, we  

                   have seen that in the past, kings built their castles atop hills.  Why?   

                   First, in order to oversee and rule the people and second, when  

                   attacks are made upon the castle, they can overpower the enemy.  It  

                   is the same with our heavenly father.  He watches and protects us  

                   from heaven. Don’t think that He cannot see our pain and  

                   happiness.  In the prayer, “Havadov Khosdovanim”, it says,  

                   “Almighty, I have sinned against you in thought, in words, and in  

                   deeds………” 

 

 Therefore, dear faithful, let us not be doubtful so that when we meet 

our lord, Jesus Christ, we will not be ashamed like the Apostle Thomas.
